PASTOR'S STATEMENT

Dear COGMI Family,

As | embrace the opportunity to champion God's heart and cast the vision for City of God Ministries for
2025, one question continues to stir in my spirit—What if?

City of God, what if God is shifting us back to the original design of His Church? What if He is leading us to
rediscover His blueprint—not just for a building, but for a people? What if He is calling us to embrace the
faith, power, and movement of the early Church in Acts, where they gathered house to house, broke bread
together, built relationships, and were discipled in the ways of the Kingdom? These same disciples
became so radical, so committed, so bold that their testimony shook cities. Their enemies said of them in
Acts 17:6: “These are they that have turned the world upside down.”

What if that's who we are called to be? The reality is, we are apostolic. We are called to birth things from
nothing. There is no pre-made blueprint for what we are building because what we are called to do has not
been done before. But that does not mean there is no plan. God has the blueprint. It is not drawn by human
hands, nor can it be copied from another church or ministry. It is revealed as we follow Him. Every step we
take in obedience, every moment we trust Him, every place we allow faith to push us past comfort—the
blueprint unfolds.

Right now, we don't own buildings, and there is no permanent location anchoring us in either city—but what
if that's exactly where God wants us? What if He is aligning us with the true purpose of the Kingdom—
building people, not just places? What if He is getting the spirit of religion out of us—removing the “church
as usual” mindset—to build a people who reflect His heart, His mission, and His movement? What if he is
endeavoring to make us the church and not just be with us as we “have church?” What if He is calling us not
just to gather, but to be discipled, to disciple others, and to go where He sends us—even if it looks like
Samaria, or somewhere unexpected?’

We are nearly 23 years old as a ministry. If I'm honest, | would have thought we would look a lot different by
now. We haven't done everything perfectly. As the Father ordained, we've spent time in what | call the
Lord’s school—a necessary place of learning, growing, unlearning, and relearning. But one thing | know for
sure—we love God and serving Him as we serve His people is our purpose, joy and honor. We know this is
the Lord’s Church. He is faithful to us. He is in complete control. And that's why I trust Him.

So, what if this is the moment where God is making true, obedient disciples—where He is making us ONE?
What if He is stretching us, growing us, and building us into something greater?
